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IQAC asks the faculty to submit minor and major research projects to B.C.U.D., RTM Nagpur University and then to U.G.C. Every year a large number of books are added in the library in order to promote research atmosphere in the college. Laboratories are kept well-equipped and there is an open access to the teachers and students.

The college has purchased CMS software through which data of all the administrative and library work is processed. The data of admission and student record is also processed through this software. The college makes students aware regarding different scholarships given by the State Government. The teaching and non-teaching staff make every effort to see that the institution progresses ahead. The members contribute a fund every month in the name of Yeshwant Scholarship which is awarded to the deserving students. Financially the students are helped by the respective teachers.
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Coaching classes for competitive examinations are conducted from Monday to Friday for two hours in the evening hours.
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B.P.O. Companies like Wipro and Infosys are invited for campus placements.
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Every year a number of gender sensitizing value based programmes are organized as a part of the state Govt.’s campaign called ‘Jagar Janivancha’. 
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Vision – To provide excellent academic orientation to the learners coming from rural areas. 


Mission – To develop the competency and skills of learners in their chosen areas of learning and to foster scientific, rational, humanitarian and democratic outlook.
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The Teachers who are involved in Boards of Studies framing the syllabi and paper patterns suggest ways and means for the development of the curriculum. The curriculum is prepared as per the UGC Guidelines. Teachers who are not in Board of Studies give suggestions to the members of BOS to incorporate certain changes as per the feedback received from students. Different factors are taken care of . 





Innovative methods of teaching and learning are adopted in order to reach the students. Power-point presentations, group discussions, film screenings, storytelling, question answer methods are used. Cluster meetings are held to make the students open up. Once in a year students are given the opportunity of self-governance. The whole process is student-centric.  





The college conducts test examination every year and gives the feedback to the students. They are given suggestions and guidance so as to improve their performance in final examination.





Books, Computers and lab equipments are purchased every year in order to promote research. The college has sent proposal to the university to grant status of centre for research and Higher learning in five subjects.





New books have been added this year. E-library has been started. A library hall has been constructed. A Basketball ground of international standard has also been constructed. There has been additions in E-Journals. More and more students are utilizing facilities like N-List, OPAC, INFLIBNET.





The Principal tries to govern the institute through decentralization. Several committees of the faculty have been formed and these committees organize the activities of the college.


The Students’ Council has been formed. This Council also promotes different activities in the college. 


IQAC also helps the Principal and the Management in bringing in good governance and takes steps to improve the academic and administrative quality. 





Though some of the posts are lying vacant as the university has not approved the Roster system, the contributory faculty and staff is recruited purely on the basis of merit.

Admissions take place by the principle of ‘First Come First Serve’. Students have the liberty to choose their optional subjects 
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The Boards of Studies conduct at least two meetings in an academic session to bring changes and reforms in the curriculum. Once a curriculum is framed, it remains the same for three years. The changes and reforms are carried out as per the notifications of UGC-Guidelines and the directions received from State Govt. Individual teachers can also suggest reforms in the curriculum by writing to VC or Chairman of Board of Studies.





The university seeks proposals from different colleges to make the college autonomous. After verifying the documents, BCUD keeps the proposal before the Academic Council of the university. It is the Academic Council which finally decides to give autonomy to a particular college on the basis of the enquiry made through a special committee.





One meeting of the Alumni Association is held every year. Funds are raised and lecture series is organized from the amount deposited. The well-known alumni are invited by the college to deliver lectures to students, so that students are benefited and inspired.   





The Annual Parent – Teacher Meet was held on 02.02.2015.





The Support Staff is sent for training if and when required.
